Generally, you are leaving a message.  But there is someone monitoring 
these messages and passing on the data to the elected official.  Be sure 
to leave name and address.  

5. Be visible in the community.  If you have Democratic apparel (see 
below), wear it out in public.  To a restaurant. A doctor’s appointment. 
Shopping. The gym. Walking the dog.  Will you get some negative looks 
and comments? Possibly.  But the closet Democrats will be relieved to 
know that there are other Dems out there.  Engage in conversation.  Tell 
them of our club. We have East Pasco Democratic shirts for sale at our 
meetings.  Only $12.   

6. Attend protests.  We have several coming up on the Labor Day weekend 
in Zephyrhills and Dade City. While EPDC doesn’t plan these events, we 
support them and spread the word.  As soon as more specific 
information is available, we will advertise them.
